Introduction and Scope
The U.S. Civilian Research & Development Foundation (CRDF) announces a new schedule for its Cooperative Grants Program (CGP).   Effective October 1, 2002, proposals may be submitted to CRDF at any time through the Electronic Proposal Submission (EPS) system on the CRDF website (www.crdf.org).  Please see instructions below for details on eligibility and submission requirements.
This program provides one- to two-year support to joint research teams of U.S. and former Soviet Union (FSU) scientists and engineers in all areas of basic and applied research and development. Proposals may be submitted for cooperation in any area of civilian research and development in the natural sciences, mathematics, engineering, and biomedical and behavioral sciences.
 

II.  Program Guidelines



A.
General.  The average anticipated grant size is $40,000 per year over a one- to two-year period.  At least 80% of the funds awarded to each project will be used for project-related expenses of the FSU component of the research team, including institutional support.   No more than 20% may be used for U.S. team expenses.  CRDF strongly encourages a member of the FSU team to visit the U.S. team's laboratory for a stay of three to four months, and members of the U.S. team are encouraged to visit the FSU laboratory.  In previous Cooperative Grants Programs, the competition for awards was so intense that only some 10-15% of proposals resulted in awards.  The CRDF also anticipates that the present program will be equally competitive.

	NEW FORMAT: ROLLING SUBMISSION


Proposals may be submitted to the Cooperative Grants Program on a rolling basis.  Applicants may submit proposals to CRDF at any time beginning October 1, 2002.  CRDF requires approximately six months to review CGP proposals and to announce the results of the competition.  The results of the program will be announced according to the schedule provided in Section (II)(F).

A U.S. or FSU Principal Investigator may NOT submit more than ONE proposal within a twelve (12) month period.  

All proposals must be submitted electronically through the CRDF website.  Details are provided in Proposal Submission Section (II)(F) below.  
B.   Eligibility.  Each proposal submitted to the CGP must have one FSU Principal Investigator and one U.S. Principal Investigator, who share overall responsibility for the project in their respective countries, coordinating all participating personnel and institutions.  Each proposal must meet each of the following eligibility criteria:

1. Each Principal Investigator must:

a) possess the degree of Ph.D., M.D., or the equivalent;

b) have at least five scientific publications in the peer-reviewed scientific literature (three publications if the applicant is within six years of completion of the Ph.D., M.D., or the equivalent); and 

c) work full-time  in a civilian research environment. 

2. The FSU Principal Investigator and participants of the FSU team must be citizens and permanent residents of one of the following countries: Armenia, Azerbaijan, Georgia, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Moldova, Russia, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan, Ukraine, or Uzbekistan.  All FSU participants must reside in one of these listed countries for the majority of the grant period.

3. The U.S. Principal Investigator and participants of the U.S. team must be U.S. citizens or permanent residents of the U.S. and must reside in the U.S during the course of the CGP project.

4. 
All projects must be oriented toward non-defense and non-military objectives and must be carried out in a civilian research environment. Projects may include both basic and applied science and engineering activities.

5. A U.S. or FSU Principal Investigator may NOT submit more than ONE proposal to the CGP within a twelve (12) month period.  

6. A proposal cannot be part of another proposal that is being submitted to the CRDF for this program.  Each proposal is evaluated independently and therefore should not be part of, nor depend on the success of, other proposals submitted to this program.  

7. CRDF generally discourages the inclusion of an "administrative superior” in a proposal in any role for which individual financial support is requested.  For a definition of “administrative superior” and other details, please see Section (II)(J)(1)(f).

8. U.S. or FSU Principal Investigators who served as a Principal Investigator on a previous CRDF Cooperative Grants Program award are eligible to apply to this program.  Such applicants should refer to Section (II)(C) below.  Individuals who are participating in an existing CRDF award other than a CGP award may be included in a CGP proposal.  In the case that the CGP proposal is granted an award, such participants may only receive a pro-rated amount of individual financial support for the time they spend working on each award project.

9. U.S. or FSU Principal Investigators who served as a U.S. or FSU Principal Investigator on a previous CRDF award should be up to date on the submission of all progress reports, including final project reports, to CRDF.  CRDF grantees who are delinquent in submitting progress reports may be restricted from participating in this program.

10. CRDF and the Cooperative Grants Program comply with all U.S. laws and regulations pertaining to export control and the participation of foreign nationals or institutions in its activities.  It is the policy of CRDF not to conduct any transactions with U.S. restricted entities without appropriate authorization from the U.S. Government.  CRDF reserves the right to restrict the participation of any individual or institution in its programs.

C.   Special Note for Applicants Requesting Renewed Funding.  Applicants who are requesting renewed funding for a previous CGP award may do so only once, and must follow the guidelines in the CGP Achievement-Based Renewal Application available from CRDF (cgp@crdf.org).  Each request for renewal after the first must be submitted in the form of a new CGP proposal, using the guidelines stated in this program announcement.

D.
Special Consideration for Former Defense Scientists.  The CRDF strongly encourages the full-time inclusion of FSU scientists and engineers formerly engaged in defense research, including work on weapons of mass destruction, in the civilian research projects funded through this program.  The CRDF will give special consideration to proposals under this program that include full-time participation of former FSU defense scientists or engineers in civilian research environments.  Participants who were formerly engaged in defense research are required to indicate such experience on Forms A and B of their CGP proposal, according to the Former FSU Defense Researcher Code List in Appendix 3 of this program announcement.

Special Note for Applicants from Kazakhstan, Russia, and Uzbekistan only: If the proposal includes any researchers who were formerly engaged in defense research, the FSU Principal Investigator must receive written authorization from the appropriate CRDF counterpart agency in Kazakhstan, Russia, or Uzbekistan before proceeding with preparation of a proposal to CRDF.  Contact information for the CRDF counterpart agencies is provided in Appendix 1.  CRDF strongly recommends that such applicants contact the appropriate CRDF counterpart agency at least one month before the proposal is to be submitted.  A Principal Investigator must declare during online submission of their proposal to CRDF that written authorization was received for all researchers with defense experience.  CRDF will verify this information with the FSU counterpart agency immediately upon submission of the proposal.  

Applicants from Russia will receive a code from the Ministry of Industry, Science, and Technology, which corresponds to their letter of authorization.  This code must be entered during online proposal submission to CRDF.  In addition, Russian applicants must submit a hard copy of this written authorization to the CRDF Moscow Office at the same time they submit the proposal online.

E.
Guidelines for the Participation of For-Profit Companies.  Individuals who are representatives of U.S. for-profit companies are strongly encouraged to consult the CRDF Industry Programs before applying to the Cooperative Grants Program.  The Industry Programs provide support for cooperative R&D projects that are explicitly designed to facilitate and expedite the commercial utilization of research results.   Proposals for technology commercialization activities that are more appropriate for the Industry Programs will not be considered by CRDF for the Cooperative Grants Program.  For more information about the Industry Programs, please access the CRDF website (http://www.crdf.org/Industry/industrymain.html) or contact CRDF staff at nextsteps@crdf.org.

Proposals that involve strictly R&D activities and include the participation of a U.S. for-profit company are eligible to apply to the Cooperative Grants Program, but the U.S. for-profit company must agree to cost-share on this project.  This cost-sharing must include two components:  

1) U.S. for-profit company coverage of all U.S. team expenses; and 

2) a contribution by the U.S. for-profit company of 10% the expenses of the FSU team. 

Both components of the cost-share must be described in the Budget Narrative of the proposal.  U.S. for-profit companies are strongly encouraged to contact CRDF for more information about cost-sharing prior to submitting a proposal, in order to ensure compliance with cost-sharing regulations.  A letter of commitment to the cost-share is required from the U.S. for-profit company upon submission of the proposal.

F.   Proposal Submission Instructions. All proposals must be in English.  Each proposal must include a Cover Sheet (Form A) with basic information about the proposal, FSU Principal Investigator, FSU Institute Director, U.S. Principal Investigator, and the U.S. Institutional Representative.
  Each proposal must include all of the elements in Section (II)(I), below, including information on key project personnel.  

Proposals submitted to the Cooperative Grants Program will be accepted on a rolling basis.  Applicants may submit proposals to CRDF at any time beginning October 1, 2002.    CRDF requires approximately six months to review CGP proposals and to announce the results of the competition.  The following schedule should be taken into account:

A U.S. or FSU Principal Investigator may NOT submit more than ONE proposal within a twelve (12) month period.  

All proposals must be submitted electronically through the Cooperative Grants Program Electronic Proposal Submission site at the CRDF website:

http://www.crdf.org
Proposals should be submitted only ONE time and by only ONE Principal Investigator on the project.  The FSU and U.S. Principal Investigators should jointly develop the proposal and obtain the concurrence of the FSU Institute Director and U.S. Institutional Representative.  Once the final version of the proposal has been produced, they should select one Principal Investigator to submit the proposal electronically through the CRDF website at http://www.crdf.org.  Please note that the electronic proposal must be submitted in its entirety at one time.  At the conclusion of the electronic submission process, a confirmation and verification message will be sent immediately to the U.S. Principal Investigator, the FSU Principal Investigator, the FSU Institution Director, and the U.S. Institutional Representative. Further instructions on electronic proposal submission are available at this website.  A hardcopy of the proposal is not required to be submitted to CRDF at any time. 

Note for Applicants from Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan only:  In addition, applicants from Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan must also submit two (2) hardcopies of the proposal to the address of the appropriate CRDF counterpart agency listed in Appendix 1.  These hardcopies must be submitted to the counterpart agency at the same time as online submission to CRDF, in order for the proposal to be considered eligible by CRDF.  Both of these proposal hardcopies must begin with a signed cover sheet (Form A) with the signatures of the FSU Principal Investigator and the FSU Institute Director.  

Note for Applicants from Russia only:  Applicants from Russia must also submit two (2) hardcopies of the proposal to the address of the CRDF Moscow Office listed in the Information Section III of this program announcement.  These hardcopies will be shared with the Russian Ministry of Industry, Science, and Technology.  Both of these proposal hardcopies must begin with a signed cover sheet (Form A) with the signatures of the FSU Principal Investigator and the FSU Institute Director.  Russian applicants must also submit a Russian-language text, which includes the name of the FSU Principal Investigator; the name of the FSU Institution Director; the name of the FSU Institution; the Abstract (Section (II)(I)(2) below); and the Project Narrative (Section (II)(I)(3) below). These hardcopies and Russian-language texts must be submitted to the CRDF Moscow Office at the same time as online submission to CRDF, in order for the proposal to be considered eligible by CRDF.

Note for Applicants from Ukraine only:  Applicants from Ukraine must also submit two (2) hardcopies of the proposal to the address of the appropriate CRDF counterpart agency listed in Appendix 1.  Both of these proposal hardcopies must begin with a signed cover sheet (Form A) with the signatures of the FSU Principal Investigator and the FSU Institute Director.  Applicants from Ukraine must also include a Ukrainian-language text of the Abstract (Section (II)(I)(2) below) and an official document  ("expert conclusion" or "ekspertnyi vysnovok") from the participating Ukrainian institution stating that the proposal may be published abroad, and the author's statement certifying observance of regulations regarding information classified for national security purposes and patent law. The recommended forms of the expert conclusion and author's statement can be obtained by E-mail from the Ukrainian Office of CRDF.  These materials must be submitted to the counterpart agency at the same time as online submission to CRDF, in order for the proposal to be considered eligible by CRDF.

These additional documents listed above need only be submitted to the CRDF Moscow office or the appropriate counterpart agency in these countries and do not need to be submitted to CRDF’s U.S. headquarters.

All proposals must be complete when submitted to the CRDF.  Any proposal not containing all required forms or sections as described in Section (II)(I), below, will be ruled ineligible and CRDF will notify the applicants accordingly.  No modifications may be made to any proposal once it has been received by the CRDF.  However, if circumstances have changed so significantly since the time of proposal submission that the project can no longer be carried out as proposed, the Principal Investigators should notify the CRDF and indicate that they are withdrawing the proposal from the competition.

G.   Review of Proposals.  All proposals will be screened for eligibility and completeness upon receipt by the CRDF.  Scientific merit review will take place through expert panels and external reviewers appointed by the CRDF.  The panels will use the evaluation criteria described in Section (II)(H), below, in reaching their decisions.  The panels may call on other experts to assist in the evaluation of individual proposals.  The panels will rank proposals by the evaluation criteria and assign an overall rating to each proposal, as well as a funding recommendation.  These recommendations will be transmitted to the CRDF for final approval. CRDF will announce awards on August 1, 2003 (for proposals submitted by February 1, 2003) and on February 1, 2004 (for proposals submitted by August 1, 2003).  All awards are subject to the availability of funding from U.S. Government agencies sponsoring this competition. All decisions of the CRDF are final.

H.   Evaluation Criteria.  CRDF panels and external reviewers will utilize the following criteria in the evaluation of proposals for this program.  The first two serve as CRDF's primary and most important criteria, and must be met by all projects; the remaining four serve as supplementary criteria, as appropriate to the nature of each project.

1.
Performance Excellence:  the capability of the investigators, the technical soundness of the proposed approach, the adequacy of the technical resources and capabilities available to the project through all participants, and soundness of plans to manage and coordinate the project.

2.
Intrinsic Merit:  the likelihood that the project may lead to new knowledge or novel processes that will have a substantial impact on one or more fields of science and engineering. 

3.     Utility:  the likelihood that the results of the project will serve as the basis for new or improved technology, have potential commercial value in the marketplace, or assist in the solution of societal problems, especially in the FSU.

4.      Defense Conversion:  the full-time participation of former defense scientists in civilian projects carried out in civilian research environments. 

5.
Mutuality of Benefit:  the likelihood that the project will result in comparable scientific or technical benefits to the countries of the FSU and to the United States and other participants.

6.      Effect on the Infrastructure of Science and Engineering:  potential for improving the broad basis of science and technology, including: education and personnel (e.g., participation of younger scientists and students, including those returning from abroad; university researchers; and women); geographic distribution of R&D personnel and resources; and sharing of equipment among institutions.

I.    Proposal Contents.  Each proposal must include all of the following elements.  Only applications that include this information will be considered.  All proposals should be typed single-spaced in English with margins of one inch at the sides and on the top and bottom, with all pages, including forms, numbered consecutively in the upper right corner.  Proposals should have a font size of not less than 10 points. 

Applicants are required to use the electronic templates for Forms A-D that are provided by CRDF.  Applicants may refer to the “Checklist of Documents Required for Proposal Submission,” located at the bottom of Section III.

IMPORTANT NOTICE: No proposal may exceed 20 pages in length, including all forms.  Any proposal exceeding 20 pages in length will be disqualified.

1. Cover Sheet (Form A).  The cover sheet should include basic information about the proposal, FSU Principal Investigator, FSU Institution Director, the U.S. Principal Investigator, and the U.S. Institutional Representative.    Most of this information must also be entered during the electronic proposal submission process.

2. Abstract.  In one concise paragraph, summarize all relevant aspects of the project, with special attention to its objectives, methods, and potential results.

3. Project Narrative (6 pages maximum, including any references cited).  Describe:

a. The approach, objectives, milestones, and measurements of success that will be used;

b. How the individual and combined competencies of the FSU and U.S. research team will enable the project to be carried out, and what relevant prior work has been carried out by members of the team (relevant prior CRDF awards must be described);

c. The anticipated results of the project and how they address the CRDF evaluation criteria listed in Section (II)(H);  

d. Equipment to be utilized in the project, with special attention to justifying requests for any equipment for which CRDF support is requested;

e. How the FSU and U.S. Principal Investigators will coordinate project implementation and assess progress at regular intervals.  Each project must involve significant, substantive cooperation between the U.S. and FSU teams.  All proposed international travel to be funded under the project must be described in terms of its purpose and duration. 

4.  Personnel.  The proposal must contain a curriculum vitae of no more than one page for each of the two Principal Investigators (FSU and U.S.) and for all other personnel on the project, giving the person’s name, title, educational background, current and previous institutional affiliations with dates, area of expertise, and his or her most recent scientific publications of relevance to the project.  The FSU Principal Investigator and the U.S. Principal Investigator each must list at least five (5) publications of relevance.
5.  FSU Personnel Data (Form B).  Please fill this out for all FSU investigators other than the FSU Principal Investigator.  Please copy this page as necessary to complete information about all FSU personnel, including researchers/engineers, technical/scientific support staff, graduate and undergraduate students, administrative/clerical support staff, and secondary collaborators.

6.  Budget (Form C).  A budget must be submitted using the materials provided in Form C to this announcement.  Form C must be filled out completely. 

7.  Budget Narrative.  A separate sheet explaining all budget items must follow the budget forms.  This sheet should be clearly marked “Budget Narrative.”

8.  Statement of Other Support (Form D).  Both Principal Investigators must complete the Statement of Other Support (Form D), listing current and pending sources of support, excluding those that are already included under the “Cost-Sharing” in the budget.  Applicants with grants from U.S. government sources, such as the National Institutes of Health (NIH) or the National Science Foundation (NSF), should list this support clearly and indicate the grant number and duration of the award.    If you have no other sources of support, please indicate “None” at the top of this page.  This form provides additional helpful information for CRDF reviewers and panel members and does not necessarily improve or diminish chances for funding.  If this proposal has been submitted to another organization, please indicate this information clearly in Form D.

One or more of the following documents may also be required, depending on the country of the applicant’s residence, but do not need to be submitted electronically to CRDF.  
9.  Written Authorization for Projects Involving Former Defense Scientists (for Kazakh, Russian, and Uzbek applicants only).  If the proposal includes any researchers who were formerly engaged in defense research, the FSU Principal Investigator must receive written authorization from the appropriate CRDF counterpart agency in Kazakhstan, Russia, or Uzbekistan before proceeding with preparation of a proposal to CRDF.  Contact information for these counterpart agencies is provided in Appendix 1.  CRDF strongly recommends that such applicants contact the appropriate CRDF counterpart agency at least one month before the proposal is to be submitted.   A Principal Investigator must declare during online submission of their proposal that written authorization was received for all researchers with defense experience.  CRDF will verify this information with the FSU counterpart agency immediately upon submission of the proposal. 

Applicants from Russia will receive a code from the Ministry of Industry, Science, and Technology, which corresponds to their letter of authorization.  This code must be entered during the online proposal submission.  In addition, Russian applicants must submit a hard copy of this written authorization to the CRDF Moscow Office at the same time as online submission to CRDF.

10.  Proposal Hardcopies (for Kazakh, Ukrainian, and Uzbek applicants only). These additional documents need only be submitted to the appropriate CRDF counterpart agency in these countries and do not need to be submitted to CRDF.
11.  Proposal Hardcopies (for Russian applicants only).  Applicants from Russia must also submit two (2) hardcopies of the proposal to the address of the CRDF Moscow Office listed in the Information Section III of this program announcement.  These hardcopies will be shared with the Russian Ministry of Industry, Science, and Technology.  Both of these proposal hardcopies must begin with a signed cover sheet (Form A) with the signatures of the FSU Principal Investigator and the FSU Institute Director.  These hardcopies must be submitted to the CRDF Moscow Office at the same time as online submission to CRDF, in order for the proposal to be considered eligible by CRDF.
12.  Russian-Language Text (for Russian applicants only).  In addition to the two (2) hardcopies of the proposal, applicants from Russia must also submit to the CRDF Moscow Office a Russian-language text, which includes the name of the FSU Principal Investigator; the name of the FSU Institution Director; the name of the FSU Institution; the Abstract (Section (II)(I)(2) above); and the Project Narrative (Section (II)(I)(3) above).  These additional documents need only be submitted to the CRDF Moscow Office.
13.  Ukrainian-Language Text and Expert Conclusion (for Ukrainian applicants only).  In addition to the two (2) hardcopies of the proposal, applicants from Ukraine must also submit to the CRDF counterpart agency a Ukrainian-language text of the Abstract (Section (II)(I)(2) above) and an official document (“expert conclusion” or “ekspertnoye vysnovok”) from the participating Ukrainian institution stating that the proposal may be published abroad, and the author's statement certifying observance of regulations regarding information classified for national security purposes and patent law. The recommended forms of the expert conclusion and author's statement can be obtained by E-mail from the Ukrainian Office of CRDF.  These additional documents need only be submitted to the appropriate CRDF counterpart agency in these countries and do not need to be submitted to CRDF.

Allowable Costs. The CRDF expects the average grant size to be approximately $40,000 per year.  No proposal requesting more than $100,000 will be considered by CRDF.  In the case of an award, a project budget may be subject to revision by CRDF staff.  The following costs are permitted under CRDF guidelines for this program:

1.
FSU Team Expenses.  Support for the FSU team’s expenses may account for no less than 80% of the total amount requested from CRDF.  No FSU taxes may be included in any budget proposal submitted to CRDF.  Allowable expenses include:

a.
Individual Financial Support.  Individual Financial Support (IFS) is defined as payments to individual project participants for work performed on the project (i.e., labor costs).  CRDF calculates individual financial support based on the level of effort and the professional level of each participant.  A month for full-time personnel is considered 22 days, with each day made up of 8 hours of work.  Individual financial support may be calculated in a total amount, not exceeding an average of $500 per person, per month for those FSU personnel who will receive support through the project.  Actual individual financial support requests may not exceed $600 per month for the FSU Principal Investigator and may not exceed $500 per month for other members of the FSU team.

Typical IFS daily rates for a number of professional levels are shown below.  Please take this chart, as well as geographical, cost-of-living, and other factors, into consideration when calculating individual financial support for project personnel.

b.
Materials and Services. Support for research equipment, including computers and telecommunications devices and/or services, subscriptions to scientific journals, reagents, and other materials to be used in the research.  Any item of requested equipment valued at more than $1,000 must be specifically described and justified in the Budget Narrative.

c.
Travel.  Transportation and per diem support for scientific travel of FSU project personnel in connection with the project should be requested and described in the Budget Narrative.  CRDF has a strong preference for projects that include a three- to four-month visit of a FSU team member to the U.S. Principal Investigator's laboratory.  Travel funds may also be used for domestic travel within the FSU.  Limited support is also available for travel to international scientific meetings.  The following cost guidelines should be used in preparing the budget:

(1)
International Transportation.  Lowest-cost applicable round-trip airfare from the FSU.  Travel must be on U.S. carriers on all segments for which they are available, and is mandatory on transoceanic flights.

(2) International Living Allowances.  For research visits of two weeks or less, living allowances should follow U.S. government per-diem guidelines.  Applicants should refer to a website listing current U.S. Government per-diem rates, such as http://www.govexec.com/travel or http://policyworks.gov/org/main/mt/homepage/mtt/perdiem/perd02d.html.  For research visits of two weeks or longer, $2,000 per month or the prorated equivalent.  These allowances cover all costs, including health insurance, which is required.  The maximum single stay abroad for any one individual with CRDF support is four months per 12-month period of an award; the maximum total stay abroad of all personnel is five months per 12-month period of an award.  

d.
Secondary Collaboration or project-related costs to other institutions.  Secondary collaboration is the delegation of any portion of a CRDF project to a secondary institution other than the institutions of the U.S. and FSU Principal Investigators.  Secondary collaboration may be in the form of sub-contracted work and may include any allowable costs described in this section.  All personnel and facilities involved in secondary collaboration must be specifically listed and described in the proposal.  A separate budget justification must be included for each secondary collaboration in the Budget Narrative.  

Secondary collaborators from FSU countries other than the country of the FSU Principal Investigator must be indicated clearly in the budget narrative.  Such secondary collaborations must be described in a half-page summary of the budget narrative, describing the institution’s technical capability, the budget allocations, and the contact name and information for the secondary collaboration team leader.

Institutional Support.  FSU grantees must include in their budgets an allowance for institutional costs of 10% of the total FSU team expenses.  The total amount of institutional support requested for the entire award period may not exceed $10,000.

f.

Administrative Superiors.  An "administrative superior" is defined as an individual who has direct administrative authority over the Principal Investigator, and who works within the same division, laboratory, or unit as the Principal Investigator.  Institutional leadership including university rectors and vice rectors and institute directors and deputy directors are also defined as administrative superiors.  This definition does not apply to other individuals of higher "rank" within the institution but who work outside the division, laboratory or unit of the Principal Investigator.

The CRDF generally discourages the inclusion of an administrative superior in a proposal in any role for which individual financial support is requested.  For an administrative superior to be supported by CRDF, a written justification must be provided in the proposal.  Both a detailed description of the anticipated contribution to the project and a justification of the proposed level of effort to be devoted to the CRDF-funded activity by the administrative superior should be included. This written justification will be evaluated in the proposal review process.  All projects recommended for funding and that include support for an administrative superior will be assessed by CRDF as to the reasonableness of the participation of the administrative superior.  CRDF may then decline to support the administrative superior's participation or request that the level of effort be modified.  An administrative superior will be required to submit a signed certification confirming his or her commitment to the level of support approved by CRDF.

2.  
U.S. Team Expenses.  Support for the U.S. team’s expenses may account for no more than 20% of the total amount requested from CRDF.  U.S. teams from university, non-profit, or U.S. government institutions may request funds for the U.S. team.  U.S. teams from for-profit companies may not request any U.S. team expenses from CRDF.  Such companies are required to cover all U.S. team expenses and should describe these expenses and their amounts in the Budget and in the Budget Narrative. 

For eligible teams, CRDF will distribute support to the U.S. team on a cost-reimbursable basis.  Allowable expenses include:

a. Travel Expenses.  Transportation and per diem support for scientific travel of U.S. project personnel in connection with the project to the FSU may be requested and should be described in the Budget Narrative.  All travel must be at lowest available cost and must be on U.S. carriers wherever service is available, and is mandatory on transoceanic flights.  Per diem must not exceed U.S. Government guidelines, as specified at the website listed above in Section (II)(J)(1)(c)(2).

b. Expendable Materials and Supplies. Up to $5,000 per year, not to exceed $10,000 for the entire award period, may be requested.  The U.S. team is not eligible to request large-scale or capital equipment.

c. Graduate Student Stipend.  The U.S. team may request individual financial support for a graduate student member of the team, for a maximum of $10,000 for the entire award period.  The graduate student stipend may include fringe benefits or tuition remission.

CRDF does not provide individual financial support for other members of the team or for large-scale pieces of equipment for the U.S. team.  Institutional support (i.e., overhead) to the U.S. institution is not allowed.

3.  
Cost-Sharing.  The CRDF strongly encourages cost-sharing and the pooling of funds by participating institutional performers in all its activities.   All cost-sharing should be clearly indicated in the space provided on the Budget Form C.  If funds listed under cost sharing are to be drawn from proposals currently pending with other funding sources, this should be indicated in the Budget Narrative.  In-kind contributions, with the exception of U.S. salary, should be included in the budget.

K.  Intellectual Property.  CRDF makes no claim to intellectual property rights under any award.  CRDF's primary interest is that intellectual property rights be equitably allocated.  Both the U.S. and FSU parties should be familiar with and abide by the laws regarding intellectual property in their respective countries and by the regulations regarding grants for research projects.

L.  Confidentiality.  CRDF will treat all proposals as confidential material and will require all panelists and reviewers to respect the confidentiality of proposals.  However, proposal authors are advised that successful proposals will be treated as being in the public domain.  Therefore, at the author’s discretion, if there is specific information in the proposal that is business-confidential and not intended for public dissemination, it should be clearly labeled as such at the top and bottom of the applicable page of the proposal.  Such passages will be withheld from public distribution if the proposal is successful.  Proposals that do not result in awards are not subject to public dissemination by CRDF. 

CRDF will also share copies of proposals with its counterpart agency in the FSU, upon request of that counterpart agency (see Appendix 1).  CRDF will require the counterpart agency to follow the same policies above regarding the confidentiality of these proposals.

M.   FSU Counterpart Agencies.  CRDF welcomes the active participation of the independent countries of the FSU in this program. CRDF works closely with counterpart R&D agencies or organizations in the FSU concerning the civilian R&D priorities that might be reflected in this and other CRDF programs in each country. A list of these counterpart agencies is attached (see Appendix 1).

Institutional Support

· Institutional Support is not permitted for the U.S. institution.

· FSU Institutional Support is calculated as 10% of the total FSU team expenses.

· The total amount of FSU institutional support requested for the entire award period may not exceed $10,000.  
Travel

· All U.S. and FSU personnel must travel on the lowest-cost applicable round-trip airfare.

· All U.S. and FSU personnel must travel on U.S. carriers on all segments for which they are available, and is mandatory on transoceanic flights.

· Domestic travel expenses for field work and other necessary project-related travel within the FSU are allowed.

· Living Allowances for FSU personnel on research visits within the U.S. for two weeks or less will follow U.S. government per diem guidelines.

· Living Allowances for FSU personnel on research visits within the U.S. for two weeks or longer will be permitted to request $2,000 per month or the prorated equivalent.

· The maximum single stay abroad for any one FSU team member with CRDF support is four months per 12-month period of an award.

· The maximum total stay abroad of all FSU personnel is five months per 12-month period of an award.

· Living Allowances for U.S. personnel on research visits within the FSU must not exceed U.S. government per diem guidelines.

Secondary Collaboration

· A separate budget justification must be included for each secondary collaboration in the Budget Narrative.
· Secondary collaborators from FSU countries other than the country of the FSU Principal Investigator must be indicated clearly in the budget narrative.
